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Prof. Mildred Dresselhaus

The UGA Chemistry Department's annual Alumni Lecture will be held on Friday April 29, 2016 in room 400 of
the Chemistry Building. The lecture will be presented by Prof. Mildred Dresselhaus from MIT on the topic of
"Nanoscience in Our Future." Dresselhaus has received many national and international awards. She was
awarded the National Medal of Science in 1990 in recognition of her work on electronic properties of materials
as well as expanding the opportunities of women in science and engineering. She received the 2012 Kavli Prize
"for her pioneering contributions to the study of phonons, electron-phonon interactions, and thermal transport in
nanostructures.” In 2010, she won the American Chemical Society Award for Encouraging Women into
Careers in the Chemical Sciences, and in 2014, she was awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom.
Dresselhaus is widely known for her work on graphite, graphite intercalation compounds, fullerenes, carbon
nanotubes, and low-dimensional thermoelectrics.

This is to alert members that on Monday, Aug. 21, 2017, a Total Solar Eclipse will occur over the entire U.S.
with the shadow tract running from Oregon, Kansas City area to Charleston, SC. Go to this website:
http://eclipse.gsfc.nasa.gov/SEgoogle/SEgoogle2001/SE2017Aug21Tgoogle.html. It contains an interactive
map of the totality path. The sun will be >99% covered here in Athens around 2:35 PM while you can
experience the marvelous total phase by just going 30 miles north to Royston. Remember, this is next year,
2017! What does this have to do with chemistry? Well, helium was discovered on the sun during a total eclipse
long before it was discovered on earth. Also, during totality, one can see the glowing crimson hydrogen
prominences along the edge of the sun without a spectroscope. It will be interesting to see what the school
system does for this eclipse as Clarke County elementary students dismiss right at the time of maximum eclipse
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and it will look like deep twilight with a skinny crescent sun high in the sky. 1| will have more to say about that
next year and how to safely view the eclipse with solar eclipses glasses/shades.
